The club’s seventh European trip takes us back to Italy. Val di Fassa is one of seweral valleys adjacent to the Gruppo Sella, a
saddle-shaped mountain surrounded by 4 huge ski areas that cross 4 mountain passes. In addition to Val di Fassa, the
Arabba, Alta Badia and Val Gardena areas are within easy reach. You can circumnavigate the 20-mile massifin either
direction in a single ski day — the Sella Ronda is an unforgettable mountaineering experience! Other routes include the Grand
Guerra, which visits many WWI battle sites in the Dolomites across 7 ski areas. A mixture of Italian, German and Ladin
cultures melded together. All of the resorts are part of the Dolomiti Superski, which encompasses 12 resorts with 460 lifts and
475 trails. We will be staying at the 4-star Schloss Hotel Dolomiti in Canazei, which is between the Pordoi and Sella passes,
adjacent to the Belvedere, Ciampac and Col Rodella resorts.
